1. How many gallons of liquid deicer does the University purchase in an average season? 
Approximately 60,000 – 115,000 gallons annually

1. What is the University’s ideal load size? 
We have (2) 6,000 tanks.  Approximately 5,000 to 10,000 gallons deliveries are expected

1. Is the University interested in using a liquid calcium chloride deicer containing an organic element?
Potentially.  We cannot have staining that will track in to buildings.  Odor should be considered also since this will be a    problem with our customers. We believe there are methods available to reduce these undesirable elements of the liquid.
